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AGREEMENT

for scientific and educational cooperation

between
Federal State Educational Institution of Higher Education
“M.V. Lomonosov Moscow State University”
(Russia)
and
M. Auezov South Kazakhstan State University
(Kazakhstan)

Federal state institution of higher professional education “M.V .Lomonosov Moscow
State University” (MSU), in the face of the vice-rector Aleksei Removich Khokhlov, and M.
Auezov South Kazakhstan State University in the face of the rector Zhumakhan Ushkempirovich
Myrkhalykov, named the Parties, conscious of the aspiration to extend international cooperation
and having common intentions in the field of scientific research and education, have agreed on
the following basic principles of cooperation:

1. Subject of the Agreement
1.1 Establishment of business mutually advantageous cooperation in educational and research
activity.

2. The Agreement provides:
2.1. Close mutual cooperation and exchange of experience in perfection of educational process,
in use of modern methods and training systems, in application in this sphere of innovative
technologies.
2.2. The exchange on mutual basis of teaching-methodical materials, curricula and programs
concerning preparation of experts.
2.3. The organization of introductory working, and other kinds of trainings for undergraduate and
graduate students, short-term research trips for graduate and postgraduate students, professors
and researchers on the basis of equivalence and parity and on conditions and on the norms of the
host university. Equivalent and parity participation is determined by the ratio equal to I person
during the academic year or 10 persons during a month of the summer training.
2.4. The exchange of information on subjects, organization, and results of the research activity,
planned scientific conferences, scientific seminars and creation of conditions for participation in
them of representatives of the Parties.
2.5. The invitation of highly qualified professionals for lecturing, carrying out of seminars and
consultations.

3. Special conditions
3.1. Concrete actions for the cooperation, all financial mutual relations of the Parties which can
arise in the course of the implementation of the Agreement, terms of their carrying out and other
current questions are made out by additional agreements signed by the representatives of the
Parties.



3.2. The signed Agreement does not exclude possibility of entering into it of changes and
additions under the mutual coordination which is made out by additional agreements.

4. Agreement period of validity
4.1.  The Agreement comes into force from the date of its signing and operates during 5 (five)
years.
4.2.  If one month prior to the termination of the period of validity of the Agreement any of the
Parties does not declare its termination or change, the Agreement is prolonged for the same
term.and on the same conditions.

5. Final provisions
5.1. The Agreement is made in four original copies: two in Russian and two in English and all
being equally authentic.
5.2. The relations between the Parties not provided by the Agreement are regulated in accordance
with current RK’s and RF’s legislation.
